Pat Terry gave the Treasurer’s Report:  February 29 balance, $2,209.77; March 31 balance, $2,083.92.

Membership Report:  Patty Teeters reported one renewal and one new associate.  Teresa Apgar said we need to schedule the membership tea—check on May 2 as a date for the tea and target super voters to invite to the tea.  

Newsletter:  Tara O’Gorman stated newsletters will go out next Friday so we need information by next Wednesday.

Program Report:  Delmar Johnson, Deputy Executive Director of Operations, will be the April speaker, Dorothy Hukill for May; and we will contact John Mica to see if he will be able to speak in August.

President’s Report:  We still need to increase membership.  This is very important.  The RPOF President Summit was good; probably 150 – 175 people attended.  They want each club to recruit minority members as they will help us get John McCain elected.  We need to find out when the naturalization ceremonies are; and we need to target young people at the voter registrations and get this information in the newsletter.

Ways-n-Means:  Two Hundred dollars worth of jewelry was sold at the March meeting, and we made about forty dollars.  We will have our jewelry at the next meeting.

Conservative Book Club:  The next selection will be Lone Survivor:  The Eyewitness Account of Operation Redwing and the Lost Heroes of SEAL Team 10 by Marcus Luttrell and Patrick Robinson.  This book needs to be read because this is what is going on in Afghanistan—it is a wonderful book.
