We dispensed with the reading of the minutes; they will be on the ARWN Web site. 

Susan Knapp read the Treasurer’s Report:  Balance as of February 1, 2009, $2,218.44; balance on February 28, 2009, $2,900.30.  We presently have 57 paid regular members and 9 paid associate members.

Newsletter:  Tara O’Gorman reported the newsletter would be going out next Friday so she needs submissions by Monday or Tuesday.  There was discussion on changing the bylaws to make dues payable by January 1.  Tara is also working on the member booklet and will be adding the bylaws to the booklet.

President Teeters and Melody Gebicki went to the Ocala District Meeting for presidents and legislative chairs.  They are getting information on the Juvenile Justice Bill.  There will be information in the newsletter and members are urged to contact members of the Criminal Justice Committee to help this bill become law.  Patty and Melody will be meeting with legislators in Tallahassee March 30 – April 1.

Cherrie Guidry reported that information on our meetings would appear in the News Journal and MyTopiaCafe.com

Conservative Book Club:  Marguride Cantwell reported for Carol Pratt:  the book club will meet on March 19 to discuss A Woman in Berlin. 

Discussion followed on the criteria for speakers at our meetings.  The Network is considering allowing independents to our meetings.  Some business people are registered as independent to prevent political affiliation from affecting their businesses.  They could come to the meetings—they just couldn’t be members.  We will look into how they have it worded at the state level.  Speakers scheduled for future meetings are:  Lloyd Marcus in May (Conservatives of Color); he will be speaking about why he is a republican.  Marshall Frank is scheduled for April.  Cherrie made a motion for expenditure of a $100 speaker fee and it was seconded.  Next year we need to have people running for office in 2010 as speakers for our meetings.

Ways & Means:  Marilyn Purdy was not at the meeting but it was reported that Ways & Means made $170 last month.  We discussed the republican sticker, which has stars and an elephant on it and the Web site www.VCREC.com.  We could purchase 500 for $200 and sell them at meetings.

New Business:  We had a lively, creative discussion on ARWN Membership Tea to be held on 09-09-09 from 2:00 to 4:00 pm. at Patty Teeter’s home.  It will be titled “Dress to the Nines.”   Other new business: 
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Every member who brings in five new members will receive free membership for the following year.   Melody Gebicki brought up some ideas to bring in new members:  Send congratulation cards to people listed in the paper who were recently promoted, signed ARWN.  Send notes to the visitors of our meetings.  Have a special “guest” name tag so all members could make an effort to make the guests feel welcome.   There was discussion on paying $50 each month to get the list of people moving into the county—we could send a card welcoming them into the community.  It was decided to put the discussion on mailings off until the next meeting.  Susan Knapp said she couldn’t find a budget for the club.  She could put one together but would like to see one we have had in the past.  Tara said she might have one.

Annie Whitehead, Corresponding Secretary said she had nothing to report but would like clarification as to the duties of her position.  Patty Teeters said it would be great to send thank-you notes to speakers and also notes to people who are sick or have lost someone in their family.  We are working on some stationery for our correspondence.
