GENERAL MEETING MINUTES

The ARWN meeting was called to order by President Teresa Apgar at 12:05 p.m. on February 22, 2008.  She announced the meetings will be kept to one hour by continuing the meeting through lunch.  
Chaplain Lorena Tuttle led the group in prayer and President Apgar led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Irene Bachman introduced two guests, Jean Smith and Angie Sirgo, and Loretta Tuttle introduced Cherrie Guidry.
Recording Secretary Tricia Elwyn read the January minutes, Patty Teeters made a correction to clarify that Pat Terry was elected as Treasurer.  Minutes were approved with correction to the reading of the minutes.
Treasurer Pat Terry reported that the balance on December 31, 2007 was $1,645.03, receipts were $1,181.00, disbursements, $946.48, for a balance of $1,879.55.  The treasurer’s report will be filed for audit.
President Apgar announced we would have a change in the order of the meeting to allow the speaker to leave early to attend a funeral.  She then introduced John Tanner, State Attorney for the Seventh Judicial Circuit.  John Tanner gave a very informative talk about the duties of the office.  He explained the problems involved in the high turnover rate for prosecutors working for the state, especially the inadequate salary.  He also cautioned us about the importance of the coming election.  “The things we stand for, what we believe in, and the safety of our country will basically be decided in this election.”  He asked that the members contact everyone they know to bring the importance of the election (for Congress as well as for President) to as many people as we can.  He ended stating the duty and motto of his office:  Administer justice and protect the people and “Do the right thing—Let’s just do the right thing.”
Patty Teeters gave the Membership Report:  We have approximately 100 on the mailing list but only about 45 have paid.  We need to bring dues up to date.  President Apgar asked the members to remind friends who have not yet paid that membership fees are due.  She also announced that any member who brings 5 new members to the club will receive a Swarovski pin.

Tara O’Gorman reported she is working on the membership books to be completed in the next month or so.  She reminded members that dues need to be current for members to be included in the membership book.  The deadline for dues is March 1.
President Apgar announced that Camille Esposito has been working on getting interesting speakers for the meetings and Morgan Gilreath will be the speaker for the March 28 meeting. 
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Barbara Hanson presented the District Meeting Report.  Members at the District II meeting voted to bring three bills before the general assembly on March 4: 


1.  School Safety:  Bullying & Harassment

2.  Juvenile Justice


3.  Immigration

The Tallahassee Days and Annual Meeting will be on April 7-9.  Members were asked to contact Teresa Apgar if interested in attending.

Conservative Book Club:  The book club reviewed The Late Great USA.  Carol Pratt discussed information presented in the book about the North American Union which plans to erase (without the consent of Congress) the north and south borders of the United States.  She asked us to read the pamphlet placed on each table and to share this critical information with others.
Proposed Budged:  Pat Terry moved that we accept the proposed budget.  The budget is pretty much the same as last year.  It was seconded.  Members voted—the budget passed.

By-Law Review Committee:  We need to revise our by-laws to mimic the Florida Republican Women’s Network by-laws.  Suggestions for by-law change should be directed to Barbara Hanson.
President Apgar announced Susan Knapp has agreed to serve as Legislative chair; however, we still need a Phone Committee chair.  Diane Arnold has done a great job in getting the committee organized.  We have a dozen callers.  President Apgar asked any members interested in helping the club with this to see her after the meeting.

President Apgar and Rita Lambert gave a special “Thank You” to our past president Barbara Hanson.  Rita presented gifts of jewelry and a pewter dish engraved with ARWN 2006 & 2007 and Teresa presented a gift of elephant book ends from the club.
Announcements:  The March Board meeting will be on Friday, March 7, at 10:30 a.m. and will be held at Loretta Tuttle’s home:  60 Shadow Creek Way, Ormond Beach.  Members were encouraged to let her know if anyone is interested in attending.
