Program Report:  Speaker for May will be State Representative Dorothy Hukill and the meeting has been changed from May 23 to May 30 due to Memorial Day Weekend conflicts.
President’s Report—Teresa Apgar:  President Apgar attended the Second Annual Club Presidents’ Summit on March 29.
