The March Board meeting was called to order at 10:45 by President Apgar.  Loretta Tuttle opened the meeting with prayer.

Tricia Elwyn could not attend this meeting; Tara O’Gorman read the January and February Board meeting minutes.

Rosemary Cantanesi delivered a card to Marguerite and mailed a card to John Tanner, our February speaker.
Pat Terry gave the Treasurer’s Report:  January 31, $1,879.55; February 29, $2,209.77

Membership:  Sixty-two paid members—will review who has paid to date.

Tara O’Gorman gave receipts for reimbursement of expenses for the January and February newsletter and Web site.

Membership Tea:  We have a list of Republican women to invite to the tea.  Discussed possibility of combining the membership tea with fund raising—a silent auction at the membership tea—since we will already have a captive audience.  If we have the Membership Tea in early May, then new members could attend the May meeting if it can be moved to May 30 (pending club availability).  The May speaker should be a patriotic speaker, probably Dorothy Hukill.  There would be no meeting in June or July but we should have one in August because of the upcoming election.
Program Report:  March speaker, Morgan Gilreath; April speaker, Jim Greer.  John Mica will not be available until fall and Fred Costello did not return any phone calls.

Ways-n-Means:  Wait on purchases for now as someone will sell jewelry as a one-time event in March.
Conservative Book Club:  Attendance has increased.  Next book will be State of Emergency, The Third World Invasion & Conquest of America; Patty Tetters will review.  We are trying to get a meeting with John Mica on the North American Union.  We could have a committee meet with him and open it up to any members interested in attending.  Will firm up meeting on the 11th and announce it at the March meeting.  Tara requested that if the details are known before next Wednesday, she can include the information in the newsletter.  A request was made to change the book club announcement in the newsletter to include a note on making reservations for Le Crepe if you will attend the luncheon meeting.  Also book club members need to call to cancel if they cannot make it as reservations are automatically made for book club members.
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Susan Knapp has agreed to take over Legislative, and there are three issues that ARWN will help to get through:  HB 821, Illegal Immigration; HB 273, Juvenile Justice; and SB School Safety/Bullying & Harassment.

Claudette Haddad-McDonough agreed to handle Public Relations.

We still need someone to chair Telephone.

By-Law Revision Committee:  Barbara Hanson reported that the committee made changes and e-mailed them to the state chairman who will review them.  One change for the ARWN officers is to elect a nominating committee in October, present a slate and request nominations from the floor in November, and have election and installation in December.  Then everything would be handed over to the new board by January 1.

New Business:  There was a suggestion to increase dues to $25 for next year.  Our dues barely cover the cost of the monthly newsletter, Web site, and member books.  A discussion on an increase in luncheon costs resulted in a decision to bring this issue up at another time, vote on it then, and present it for a vote at a membership meeting.  A statement was made that we need to present the benefits of ARWN to the members.
The annual meeting in Tallahassee is April 7 – April 9.  Teresa can attend on April 7 only.  She will be going up the morning of April 7 and back that night.  

Teresa has Dorothy Hukill petitions—must live in District 28 to submit petitions for her.  Teresa also has petitions for John Mica.
